But Paul, very much
annoyed, turned and said to the spirit, "I ordar yothe name of Jesus Christ to come out of Herd it came
out that very hour.

But when her owners saw that their hope of makiogey was gone, they seized Paul and Silas and ellagg
them into the marketplace before the authoritieeedthey had brought them before the magistrdieg,daid,
"These men are disturbing our city; they are Javdsaae advocating customs that are not lawful foas!
Romans to adopt or observe." The crowd joinedtaciing them, and the magistrates had them stripped
their clothing and ordered them to be beaten vattsr After they had given them a severe floggihgy threw
them into prison and ordered the jailer to keepntisecurely. Following these instructions, he peatrthin the
innermost cell and fastened their feet in the ock

About midnight Paul and Silas were praying andisigdnymns to God, and the prisoners were listetong
them. Suddenly there was an earthquake, so vittanhthe foundations of the prison were shaken; and
immediately all the doors were opened and evergartelins were unfastened. When the jailer wokendp a
saw the prison doors wide open, he drew his swoddaas about to kill himself, since he supposetttiea
prisoners had escaped. But Paul shouted in a loweé v'Do not harm yourself, for we are all herEhie jailer
called for lights, and rushing in, he fell downnrgling before Paul and Silas. Then he brought thataide
and said, "Sirs, what must | do to be saved?" Hrmsyered, "Believe on the Lord Jesus, and youbgibaved,
you and your household." They spoke the word olLtbrel to him and to all who were in his house. iA¢ same
hour of the night he took them and washed theirndsuthen he and his entire family were baptizetiouit
delay. He brought them up into the house and set before them; and he and his entire househabitesj
that he had become a believer in God.
